INTRODUCTION  

 

All the planning and practice will not stop potentially destructive events, but to have 

a plan is a step in the right direction.  Schools have always been vulnerable to 

disaster because large numbers of people with diversity are collected in relatively 

small spaces.  As a result, accidents or intentional intrusions that involve schools can 

have devastating effects on the students, staff, parents, and the community. 

 

Schools are inherently vulnerable due to the openness of our campus.  We can not 

change the campus design, but we can have contingency plans available to enable 

quick, effective responses to minimize the disastrous effects of problems that do 

arise. 

 

We are a rural school and show pride in our school, and we would generally expect 

fewer potentially destructive events to occur, yet it is essential that we have a staff 

that is prepared to deal with emergency situations. 

 

The mission of Rehobeth Elementary is to provide the foundation for each student 

to develop intellectually, physically, and socially, according to his or her potential, in 

a safe educational environment for an ever-changing world. 

 

It  is important that all school personnel know their responsibilities during a school 

emergency.  It is, therefore, necessary to provide relevant information and guidance 

to all school personnel.  It is recommended that emergency equipment be readily 

available. 
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EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS  
 

 

A. Introduction  

Rehobeth Elementary will use all available technology for the gathering and 

dissemination of information during a school emergency.  That process requires 

an effective communication system, involving available computer hardware and 

software, including staff trained to manage them.   

 

The primary objective for establishing effective communication during an 

emergency is to collect all information relevant to the persons and events involved 

in the emergency, and to disseminate all appropriate information to parents, 

families, law enforcement agencies, medical service agencies, print and electronic 

media representative, the general community, and all others.  By effectively 

managing communication, Rehobeth Elementary can provide necessary services 

to its students, staff, and families of those persons.  In addition, the effective 

dissemination of information will counter problems caused by unfounded rumors. 

 

 

B. Emergency Technology 

Rehobeth Elementary will be prepared for effective communication when an 

emergency occurs.  The following items are in place within the school: 

 SchoolCast system to notify parents/guardians. 

 Two (2) direct telephone lines. 

 Two-way Motorola radios for the office aide and custodians. 

 Verizon Blackberry with Push-to-Talk capabilities for the principal, 

assistant principal, Life Skills teacher, and music teacher. 

 A bullhorn that recharges its batteries when not in use. 

 A current backup copy of all student computer data. 

 Intercom system in most classrooms.  Those classrooms not having access 

to the intercom system have walkie-talkie radios and/or telephones to 

communicate among themselves or with the main office. 

 Emergency signal system (fire, tornado, and intruder).
